In 2023, Mike made significant progress on ending legislated
poverty for Canadians with disabilities. Greens secured over
half of the amendments to the Canada Disability Benefit (CDB)
bill that was finally passed in June 2023.

Sadly, after all of the advocacy of the disability community and
the work of parliamentarians, the 2024 budget did not deliver
on the CDB. The government limited the benefit to just $200
per month, it won't start until July 2025 and eligibility will be
very limited. This is unacceptable and Mike will continue to
fight for a fully funded Canada Disability Benefit to meet the
urgent needs of Canadians with disabilities.
